Dear Parents,


It gives me great pleasure to welcome you all back for a wonderful year at Assumption School.  The “pleasure” actually comes from knowing we still have many more summer days to enjoy before we begin our school routines.  Remember to have some fun and do something nice for yourselves.


I think you all know how much I love Assumption School – it has really become home to me and I thank God each day that all of you are a part of our Assumption family.  I appreciate the sacrifice you make to keep your kids in Catholic school and want to assure you that Father John and I will always work with you to keep you in this family.  We are so blest to have the support of so many wonderful parents, children and teachers in good times and in bad times.


As I said in my letter to you in June we had four teachers retire this year and also Laurie from the cafeteria.  I’m happy to say all positions are filled and we’re ready to go!  I know you’ll join me in welcoming Gilda Gallo as our cafeteria manager – and no, Gilda will not be serving her famous quiche at lunch.  The new sixth grade teacher is Mrs. Susan Guglielmo, in computers, Mrs. Carol Koch and Mrs. Debbie Commiskey and in kindergarten, Miss Lauren Brown.  Then we did the “Assumption Shuffle” and moved some people around. Mrs. Conley will be teaching third grade and Mrs. Sullivan will be the teacher of PK4X with Mrs. Long as her aide.  I’m happy to say that Christine Schneider (Ryan, James, Kate and Lauren) will be the new PK3 aide.  Mrs. Endres will be student teaching in the Fall and Camille Haynes (Erik and Luke) will be teaching gym.

School hours remain the same this year, 7:45 – 2:15 for K-8 and 8:15 – 1:00 for our PK.  Please have your children to school on time each day.  It’s important to me that your children start the day on a positive note – not listening to me or the teachers “grilling” them about being late. Everyone has an occasional reason for lateness and I understand but strolling in late daily is unacceptable.
We are going to have our “back-to-school” packet online.  New forms will be available after August 12.  A few of the forms will still be sent home in the backpack on the first day of school but most will be posted on the website, assumptionnj.org.  For the forms on line, please read them carefully and print out only those forms that apply to your family.  All forms must be returned to school by September 16. 
All students in grades K through 8 should be in uniform on the first day of school.  Please be aware that all walking shorts for students in K – 6 whether boys or girls, must
be from Flynn and O’Hara – not the Gap or anywhere else.  Girls in grades K - 6 will wear white or navy knee socks or tights starting in October when the weather cools.  Exact date to follow.  Girls in grades 7 – 8 should wear the plaid uniform skirt with either the white or cardinal color polo from Flynn and O’Hara.  Gray or maroon knee socks should be worn when the weather cools.  Boys in grades 7 – 8 should wear the white or cardinal color polos from Flynn and O’Hara and khaki pants – clean, hemmed, pressed and definitely not oversized and hanging off them.  The 7th and 8th grade boys may wear khaki walking shorts – same standards as above – until the cooler weather arrives.  All students may wear sneakers on any given day.  No dyed, bleached, unruly or two-toned hair coloring or piercings for students in any grade.  This must be modified before school beings.

Please note:  Sneakers, loafers, boat shoes or leather tie shoes are the acceptable shoes for school.  No Uggs, suede “slipper like” shoes and definitely not the ballet-like shoes that crept in last year.  Anyone not in compliance will have to wait in the lobby until the proper shoes arrive at school.  

If it brings you comfort to know your child has a cell phone at school, I will attempt to live with that.  However, you must send me a letter stating that your child has a phone in school and that both you and he/she understand that the phone is to be turned off and remain in his/her back pack at all times during the school day. No student may make or receive phone calls during the school day. I will confiscate phones if I do not have a letter on file from you or if your child abuses this privilege.

School lunches will remain the same price at $3.75 per day. You may purchase a ten day lunch ticket for $37.50.  The combined book and art fee will also remain the same at $100.00 per student for grades K-8.  Please send this in by Wednesday, September 16 to each child’s teacher.  While we received state aid toward new books in the amount of $23,000.00, our actual book bill is three times this amount.  Thank you in advance.


Please remember to update your Honeywell Alert information – new cell numbers, email, etc.  Our new school calendar will be available online after August 15th.


Assumption School’s After School Program and Homework Helpers form is available at assumptionnj.org.  Students in grades K – 8 can stay for After School and students in Grades 2 – 8 can stay for Homework Helpers.  


We will have Mass at 9 a.m. in the Church on Thursday, September 8.  As always, you are welcome to join us.


Enjoy the rest of summer – get out do something exciting. The teachers and I look forward to a wonderful year working with you and your children.
